THE BTh DEGREE

The School of Religion and Theology believes that theology is essentially a communal enterprise in which we grow through mutual challenge and enrichment. Our goal is to help you develop your abilities to think theoretically and to be critically constructive about yourself and tradition.

The BTh degree at UKZN is a coherent, structured degree with a clear focus: we try, while offering a classical training with academic excellence, to explore various theological disciplines in a manner relevant to our context. Our goal is to do theology that is contextual, ecumenical and interdisciplinary. We expect you to take responsibility for your learning, and we hope that you will discover the fulfillment this brings.

Students who enroll for the BTh degree are required to complete certain core modules (indicated in the table below) and to major in one of the four main subjects (Biblical Studies, History of Christianity, Practical Theology or Systematic Theology). In addition the School offers a full range of modules in the Biblical Languages (both Greek and Hebrew).
